If there is one place where we don’t rely on 

the Lord it is in our areas of strength.  God knows that!  

He’s going to squash the things we are holding onto that 

are counterfeits to the life of Christ.  This life is about 

being adopted by God the Father and His training of us to 

become mature believers. Whatever things we think are 

gain to us have to be put away if they are getting in the 

way of God’s job.  God is working things out in the spiritual 

realm so we can grow in our spiritual lives.
